The importance of appropriate school trousers

• Certain trousers make it possible for fashion sense to be 
criticised by peers. Some students can be made very 
vulnerable to others unpleasant comments for example if 
the trousers are very tight or leggings are see-through.

• School trousers might not always be a perfect fit 
(physically or conceptually), but once all students are in 
the same style it then helps to focus the classroom on 
the main reason we are here in the first place: to learn.

• Smart trousers prepare students for the world of work.

In extreme hot weather

• Students will be allowed to wear plain 
navy or black school PE/Sports shorts only 
with trainers in extreme hot weather.
